Advent awakens
us fo realise that we have invested our treasure
in the wrong places and that world must end.
The master, whom we serve, is coming to help
us awaken from sleep so we can put aside our
false world and rebuild our house on rock.
“God is faithful” -- Paul’'s words accompany us
through any change or adjustment we must
make in our lives. This is the God Isaiah evokes
as he imagines us as clay to be formed by our
God, “the pofter,” and reminds us, “we are all
the work of your hands.”

We pray with the many distressed of our world
today. We cling to Advent hope and trust that
God holds all people in loving hands.
